On Monday night the Board met for the June meeting. It has been a very busy month as we are 
underway with the process of appointing a new Principal. Thank you to everyone who contribut-
ed to the feedback questionnaire. Last week the Board met with the staff as well for their views 
and the staff have since gone back to the classrooms and asked the children for feedback. All of 
this information will be collated and used to build a person specification which will guide the  
appointment process. We begin advertising next week. Weôll keep you posted! 
 

The main items discussed at the meeting on Monday were: 

¶ The review of our Health and Safety procedures. These can be accessed on the school 
 website or click here. 

¶ Mid year budget review. We are within budget up to the present point in time and tracking 
 nicely! Two of our Board members attended an NZSTA effective Financial Governance 
 course a few weeks ago. 

¶ Ag day and Mycoplasma Bovis - you will be well aware of this virus which is affecting 
 many  NZ farms. We have had official advice from the Ministry of Primary Industries  

 recommending that schools do not have calves as part of Ag Night this year. We  
 discussed this information at our meeting and agreed to follow this advice. As a result 
 there will not be a calves category for Ag night this year. We are still encouraging 
 children to have lambs and kids. The situation will be reviewed in 12 months time. 

 Concerns and Complaints Procedure. We reviewed this procedure recently which  
 also included a useful flow diagram (see below). In general any concerns or complaints 
 should be addressed in a timely manner and firstly, to the person concerned. In general 
 the sooner issues are addressed the sooner they can be resolved to the satisfaction of all  
 parties.

¶ Purchase of new TVs for the classes. The Board has approved the purchase of 10 new 
large screen TVs + chromecast and wall brackets or trolleys for each of the classrooms. Our 
digital projectors are nearing the end of their ótech lifeô and with the advances in  

 technology being able to chromecast from devices is something which our projectors  
 cannot do. Weôll keep the projectors running for as long as possible. 

¶ Property Update - the new classrooms are getting closer to starting. There was a meeting 
 with the builder and architect this morning. Weôll keep you posted. The new fire doors for 
 Rooms 2 and 3 will be installed during the holidays. The BOT have been working with 
 Greater Wellington Regional Council (GWRC) on the new resource consent for our  

 sewerage system. We are about to begin the process of drilling 3 small bores to test that 
 our wastewater is not having a negative impact on the surrounding land. This will involve 
 12 months of regular testing to meet the resource consent conditions.
